Examples of Multi-media resources for PLE 

In working with Ustream, I was amazed to see that 588 or so "live" broadcasts were going on at the same time this evening! Anyone with a webcam and internet access can have their on "live" i-show. Some of the broadcasts that I viewed were productive and informative, several others were not. I think this tool could be used in the educational setting. "Live" presentations from one student or a group of students could be broadcasted with this tool. The presentations, as Shannon mentioned, could be saved on their server for students, parents, teachers to view at a later time. The presentations would need to be "scripted" and hey... maybe even rehearsed, for a good flow and a quality educational experience.  Otherwise, as we all know, it could be utter Chaos! I also agree that with Ustream, teachers have an opportunity broadcast a "live" class lecture/presentation and then could save it for the student's future reference. I can see students being very excited and eager to create Ustream broadcasts. As educators, we will need to give our students specific structure, groundrules and guidance. Beginning on day one.

 

 

Odeo is for sending, receiving and posting podcasts. I think that Odeo could be used in an educational setting for students and teachers to create podcasts and then make them available to other students and /or teachers via Odeo. Here again, a great way to reinforce what students have learned is by sharing and teaching it to other students. As with Ustream, proper scripting, rehearsing and guidance will be needed to make this a positive educational learning experience and success. Another issue is just the distraction of seeing "what everyone is doing" on Odeo, thus not keeping to task. Specific timelines will need to be set to make sure student progress is being made.

 

 

Jumpcut is a very nice, cost free, application that allows you to create, edit and share your original movies on the web. As Jewel mentioned, it is very similar to MovieMaker.

Those that don't have MovieMaker or iMovie software can use this tool fairly easily. Once again, this is a great opportunity in the educational setting. Most students have a natural love for being on camera. Usually, the remaining can be bribed or coerced into it by making it an assignment. And yes, their is always a need for camera person, sound and lights crew and director/producer. So, there is "something" for everyone. Individual or group course projects can be presented as a movie in Jumpcut. Teachers can present their course subject information and/or examples with this tool as well.--John K.
